Its
relatively coarse texture can be used to stand it apart
from other landscape plants with finer foliage.

Carnaval Weigela will grow to be about 5 feet tall at maturity, with a spread of 4 feet. It has a low canopy,
and is suitable for planting under power lines. It grows at a medium rate, and under ideal conditions can

be expected to live for approximately 30 years.

This shrub should only be grown in full sunlight. It prefers to grow in average to moist conditions, and
shouldn't be allowed to dry out. It is not particular as to soil type or pH. It is highly tolerant of urban
pollution and will even thrive in inner city environments. This particular variety is an interspecific hybrid.
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
